Dear all,
Good morning,

With the present letter I welcome you on board car carrier Neptune Galene, 
which is one of the newest vessels of Neptune Lines flying under Greek Flag 
and caries new cars in North West Europe among  Spain (Santander) – 
Belgium (Zeebrugge) – France (Le Havre) - England (Portbury).
The ships present position is Blue Anchor Bay in England, near 
Bristol/Portbury and our destination is Santander (Spain). Its crew consists 
of 25 crew members, 6 Greeks and 19 Ukrainians and all together 
we make a family. The official language on board is English.

The ships carrying capacity is 3066 cars. As for the life on board the ship, 
it can be divided in two periods, at sea and at port and like all over the world 
we are also affected by the novel Corona-virus. At sea, all hygiene rules are 
followed at individual and public level. We check our temperatures and 
oxygen levels daily as well as self-tests in certain time intervals. Also, we 
have meticulous checks on ventilation, in food preparation procedures and 
in water supplies. At port, loading and discharging operation is carried out 
while crews wears all the necessary protective equipment (masks-gloves) and 
maintain social distances from other people that board the ship in order to 
carry out this operation.

In addition, company has suspended the crew shore leave from the vessel in 
order to prevent exposure to the virus. Life on board the ship is by nature 
lonely and all these circumstances makes it even lonelier but above all is 
our health. Thus, we work as a team for the good of our families and our 
company, which is our second family.

Concluding, we send you our warm greetings and wishes for your health, 
happiness and luck in your lives.
Awaiting your news and remain at your disposal.

Dear Students and Teacher of the 3rd Jr high school in Ptolemaida,

Good day,
First of all, the officers and crew would like to extend our greetings on this 
momentous occasion as we celebrate the birth of our Savior JESUS CHRIST 
(BLESSED MERRY CHRISTMAS and a PROSPEROUS NEW YEAR) 
  Thankful enough that this is our third correspondence inspite some hectic 
schedule. Inspite of that, I and the crew would be happy to help you in any 
way possible.
  Yes, I’ve been to Greece once, particularly in Piraeus during my first 
embarkation on a foreign vessel, it was a long time ago (about 1998).
The experience was great, good people, nice places and food..
  Yes of course, most of the time is the weather, Gale force wind with 5-meter 
seas/swell. Piracy is sometimes a concern but you have to be ready on what 
had been provided onboard.
    It is normal for a person to be anxious during bad weather but not totally afraid.
    As a Captain, it is of prime importance to delegate and trust your crew on all 
eventualities since preparation had to be set prior sailing and during the 
voyage, always be vigilant and above all trust and pray to the Almighty God 
(Jesus Christ) that He will guide and protect the vessel and crew on all perilous 
journey what ever it may be. 
   There are a lot of different kind of ships or vessel as we call it. Below are some 
of the types of vessels Bulk Carrier - mainly transports bulk cargoes, 
example- (food products) Wheat, Corn, Sugar, etc - (Industrial products) Coal, 
Petcoke, Bauxite, etc. Passenger ships - are mainly for the transport of people. 
Car Carrier- is mainly transporting vehicles. Geneal Cargo ships – mainly 
transport break bulk products (example) steel pipes, wooden crates, etc
Container vessel or Box ships – Transport container
   Like any aspiring job seeker, I did submit my resume and application letter 
to various company and subsequently landed on a Greek Company. 
   Mostly administrative duties, paper works. Meeting with Shore personnel. 
If time permits and the port is convenient then a visit of the local place is in 
order.
   I am responsible for the safety of the crew, environment, vessel and her cargo. 
Ensure that all documentation and records on-board are in order. 
Ensure that the vessel is fit (equipment, crew competence, etc.) for the intended voyage.
   The crew has its individual duties and responsibilities, if your are an Officer, 
part of your job is to be on the bridge as a Navigating officer/Officer of the watch, 
If your are a rating then on deck for daily maintenace job, of course the Cook 
and Messman are on the Galley preparing food for all the personnel onboard, 
Further more Engineers are in the Engine room insuring that the machineries 
are in good working order.
